3) Test report on crushed stones from accredited local laboratories from the Ministry of Development. The test report should identify the size and quality of the stones.

4) Information on the quarry sites / stock piling sites where the crushed stones are being sent must be informed to ABCi, Ministry of Development.

5) Advice on 'not' using crushed stones originated from limestone.

6) Need to comply with the current specifications / guidelines (e.g. BS 812).
